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RULES
NEWFOUNDLAND AND LABRADOR PHOTOGRAPHY CONTEST
Eligibility

The contest is open to every person, 18 years old and over, living in Canada, with the exception of employees and representatives of FFTNL, RDÉE TNL, WCYI, Vis-à-Vis, Parks Canada, provincial Department of Natural Resources, provincial Department of Tourism, Culture and Recreation, Atlantic Canada Opportunities Agency and Canadian Heritage. 

How and who can participate? 

The contest is opened to all the fanatics of photos. It doesn't matter if you are an amateur, a professional or a semi professional.
To participate, the user has to visit www.francotnl.ca/concours-photos-2008 and:

· read and understand the rules and regulations;   

· fill up the participating form
· send the participating form with photos (5 minimum) by email to  concours-photos-2008@fftnl.ca; 

· If your pictures show people, participants must have obtained the person’s authorization (or that of the holder of parental authority in case of a minor) before entering the contest. You must provide the coordinates of the author of all your photos. 

How does the photo contest work? 
· The submission period for the contest runs from September 5th to October 3rd, 2008 at noon (Newfoundland Time). This period is immediately followed by a 14 days period, during which the committee will select the winners. The winners’ names will be announced on October 17, 2008.  

· The members of the committee responsible for selecting the best photos are: Mr Richard Martin (HuVo), Ms Wanda Cuff Young (WCYi), Ms Vessela Brakalova (Vis-à-Vis), Ms Frédérique Weiland (RDÉE TNL) and Mr Gaël Corbineau (FFTNL).
· The committee reserves the right to invalidate any photo that does not seem to comply with the eligibility conditions.

· The committee’s decision is final.
Contest Criteria

· Here are some suggestions of themes for your photos: nature, outdoor, wildlife, culture, history, etc. Be original! 

· A minimum of five (5) digital photos, with at least a high resolution 300 dpi in a TIFF, JPEG, RAW or EPS format, must be received in good conditions before you qualified.

· Criteria: originality, brightness, definition, colour, respect of the contest theme.

· The following information is mandatory with all your photos: where the picture was taken, brief description and name of the author of the picture. 

Prizes 

Three cash prizes will be given: $400 (1st), $100 (2nd) and $50 (3rd).

Conditions 
· The participant declares that he/she is the legitimate owner of the rights associated with the photos. As such, he/she understands and agrees that by submitting the pictures, he/she releases all copyrights.

· The winners must accept the prize as is: a cheque of $400 for the 1st prize, $100 for the 2nd prize and $50 for the 3rd prize.

· The winners’ names will be announced on October 17, 2008.

· The participants allow the contest organizer (FFTNL/RDÉE TNL) to use, if necessary, their names and photos for publicity purposes, without any kind of compensation. 

· FFTNL/RDÉE TNL will not be held accountable for any issues related to the contest proceedings, whether human, computer or technology-related or issues of any other kind.

· FFTNL/RDÉE TNL reserves the right to terminate the contest
